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Circular No. 35/2
To all Airlines and Ground Handling Companies operating at BRHIA
Required procedure for the passengers arriving to Lebanon starting September 10, 2021

With reference to the relevant decisions and recommendations,
All airlines and Ground Handling Companies operating at BRHIA must follow the following instructions:

All Passengers wishing to come to Lebanon, except children under 12 years old, must perform PCR test

in a Lab. certified by the countries Local authorities latest 96 hours between the test result and the date of
arrival to Lebanon and to show the test result which must include a QR code at check-in counters.

Passengers not having negative PCR test result with a QR code are not allowed to board the plane departing
to Lebanon, but the PCR tests issued from: USA, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, South Korea, Japan
and all European countries are accepted without QR codes.

All passengers arriving to Lebanon, except Children under 12 years age and UNIFIL, shall perform a
PCR test upon their arrival to BRHIA, and all airlines shall collect 50 usd on every passenger wishing to
travel to Lebanon, which is the cost of PCR test or other medical diagnostic measures that every passenger
shall undergo upon arrival to BRHIA through Labs. authorized by the Lebanese Ministry of Public Health
at the Airport, the Airlines will pay the collected amounts to the designated handling agents at BRHIA on

bi-monthly basis i.e. every 15 days, then the handling agents will pay for the laboratories, which performed
the tests based on Invoices stamped by the Ministry of Public Health.

Exemptions:

1.

Passengers wishing to travel to Lebanon and who have received the second dose of Covid-19 vaccine, or
a complete dose of Covid-19 vaccine (which is formed of one dose only), minimum 2 weeks before their
departure to Lebanon or passengers who were infected and cured from Covid-19 within 90 days before
their departure date after showing an official document confirming that, are exempted from performing a
PCR test at the countries of departure, and shall perform a PCR test upon their arrival at BRHIA.
Passengers who travelled out of Lebanon and will return within one week, that is, who travelled during
one day of the week and will return on the same day during the following week, will be exempted from
doing PCR test in the countries of departure, but shall perform a PCR test at BRHIA upon their arrival to
Lebanon.

Cabin crew arriving to Lebanon for a period no more than 48 hours are exempted from doing PCR test
upon arrival at the airport, and they shall remain quarantined in their places of residence, throughout their
stay in Lebanon.

All relevant previous circulars are considered cancelled, all airlines shall comply with this circular and

to implement it on all Passengers arriving to BRHIA starting September 10, 2021.
