Decisions and actions taken -11/19/2020

Ministry of Public Health

- The Ministry of Public Health has signed an agreement with the Syndicate of Private Hospitals that increases
the tariffs for treating Corona virus so that there is no excuse left for not receiving patients anymore.

- The Ministry of Health stated that during the past week, 80 beds were added in private hospitals for Corona
patients, and that the tangible improvement in reducing the number of injuries has not yet been achieved.

- The Ministry of Public Health reported that PCR examinations had been completed for flights that arrived in
Beirut and were conducted at the airport on 11/16/2020.

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General Decisions / Announcements

The recommendations of the Committee for Follow-up of Preventive Measures and Measures of Coronavirus were
issued after its meeting on 11/17/2020. The meeting was chaired by the Secretary General of the Supreme Defense
Council and attended by advisors to the Presidency of the Republic and the Presidency of the Council of Ministers and
representatives of the Ministries of Public Health, Interior and Municipalities, the President of Beirut's Doctors
Syndicate, the Hospital Owners Syndicate, the Syndicate of Nurses, the Lebanese Red Cross, and a number of
specialist doctors. The most prominent of what was mentioned in the recommendations:
Syndicate of Private Hospitals in Lebanon:

e Providing the committee with the data of the PCR examinations that were performed in its laboratories and

the percentage of positive cases as of 01/11/2020

e Providing the committee with a list of normal beds and intensive care beds designated for corona patients
within two weeks of its date, via e-mail: sawsan.bou-fakherddine@undp.org

Official guarantors: Determine a point of contact (hotline) to follow up on the complaints of citizens who are responsible
for the treatment of Corona patients.

The Ministry of Interior and Municipalities issued Decision No. 1432 on 11/12/2020 related to the implementation of the
Supreme Defense Council’s decision to close to confront the rise in Corona injuries, from 11/14/2020 to 11/30/2020.
The main highlights of the decision:

e Preventing going out and entering the streets and roads every day from five in the evening until five in the
morning of the next day.

e The movement of tourist vehicles (private) is restricted, except for public cars, rented cars, motorcycles,
trucks and tanks of all kinds, as follows:

- Monday, Wednesday and Friday: Cars with Odd license plates.
- Tuesday, Thursday, Saturday: Cars with Even license plates.
- Sunday: It is prohibited to walk around all types of cars, including rental cars, trucks and motorcycles

® Determining the number of passengers permitted in public and private transport mechanisms, with mandatory
wearing of the mask, as follows:

- Public cars: 4 people, with a driver.

- Private cars: 4 people maximum with the driver for family necessities.

- Shared transport mechanisms: half the number at the maximum.

- Cargo transport trucks: the driver is with one person, provided that the porters are transported with separate
vehicles according to the above conditions.

- Motorcycles (except Sidon): one person on a bike, and motorbike marches are prohibited.

® Determining the opening times of the economic and commercial sectors in all Lebanese regions that are
excluded from the closure decision according to the decision issued by the Supreme Council of Defense:
health sector institutions, ministries and public administrations, health and food sectors, Lebanon Electricity
Corporation, Lebanon water institutions, Ogero and cellular companies, oil installations Governmental and
private sector, the central bank and its branches, social security and state employees' cooperative in all its
branches, administration of tobacco and tobacco inventory, approved distributors, factories, Media
institutions, municipal centers, Rafic Hariri International Airport, sea ports, hotels and furnished apartments,
private financial and commercial institutions such as banks and money transfer companies, express mail, gas
stations, gas filing and distribution companies, money transportation companies, United Nations
organizations, travel visa application centers approved by Foreign embassies, construction workshops
(internal work exclusively), libraries.

® \Workshops for the restoration and reconstruction of apartments and buildings damaged by the explosion of
the Beirut port and located in the vicinity of Beirut and Bourj Hammoud are exempt from the provisions of this
decision and are permitted to work in accordance with the provisions of Article 1 specified in the decision

® The employees of the General Directorate of the Presidency of the Republic, the General Secretariat of
Parliament, the Presidency of the Council of Ministers, the Ministry of National Defense, the Ministry of
Interior and Municipalities, the military and health sector employees, workers in the diplomatic corps, the
media personnel, are exempted from the provisions of the first and second articles of the decision. The port,
employees of service providers in the EDL and water establishments, mill workers and sweeping and waste

Adopting job cards to prove the identity of the excluded persons during their transportation to and from their
work centers.

Bars, cafes, night discos, sports clubs, stadiums, indoor and outdoor swimming pools remain closed, and all
public and private parties, all sporting activities, all social events and gatherings of all kinds, the sea corniche,
public parks, major shopping centers, the Casino of Lebanon, video halls and electronic games are stopped.
Popular markets, in coordination with the religious authorities to close places of worship and cancel religious
events.

Assigning governors to:

Take the necessary measures to implement the content of this decision and instruct the district administrators
to follow up with the municipalities to strictly monitor and prevent violations.

Assigning the district attorneys with the judiciary doctors to follow up the quarantined conditions in
coordination with the mayors.

Take the decision to close secondary roads in villages and towns within their geographical area after the
approval of the security forces.

Assigning the General Directorate of Internal Security Forces to instruct all units to strictly enforce this
decision and suppress violations, especially with regard to wearing the muzzle and to organize arrest records
against violators in accordance with the legal principles and regulations in force.

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Examples of lack of adherence to safety measures

- Violations of the Ministry of Interior Decision No. 1432: promenade on the sea corniche, violations of
authorized and single motor vehicle traffic, and violations of commercial establishments and stores that did
not adhere to the decision.

- Failure to comply with the preventive measures and procedures required in a number of stores and markets
(putting on a mask or face mask, sterilizing hands, maintaining a safe distance).

- Failure of those in contact with confirmed cases to adhere to home isolation procedures until the results of the
laboratory tests are issued.
